Luke 17:26-31
Just as it was in the days of Noah, so also will it be in the days of the Son of Man. People were eating, drinking, marrying
and being given in marriage up to the day Noah entered the ark. Then the flood came and destroyed them all.

"It was the same in the days of Lot. People were eating and drinking, buying and selling, planting and building. But the
day Lot left Sodom, fire and sulfur rained down from heaven and destroyed them all. "It will be just like this on the day
the Son of Man is revealed.
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Peter 3:8-9 But do not forget this one thing, dear friends: With the Lord a day is like a thousand years, and a thousand
years are like a day. The Lord is not slow in keeping His promise, as some understand slowness. He is patient with you,
not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone to come to repentance
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Thessalonians 5:1-7 Now concerning how and when all this will happen, dear brothers and sisters, we don't really need
to write you. For you know quite well that the day of the Lord's return will come unexpectedly, like a thief in the night.
When people are saying, "Everything is peaceful and secure," then disaster will fall on them suddenly ... and there will
be no escape. 4 But you aren't in the dark about these things, dear brothers and sisters, and you won't be surprised
when the day of the Lord comes like a thief. For you are all children of the light and of the day; we don't belong to
darkness and night. So be on your guard, not asleep like the others. Stay alert and be clearheaded.

The season has been revealed to the church —that she might be personally ready and publicly warning others that the
return of Jesus is at hand.
